 You all are expected to present, discuss, and elucidate solutions to the homework in 
the problem session. 

 
 

 Selected students will be tasked in advance to present in the upcoming problem 
session.  Part of the job of presenters is to prepare a set of solutions, for posting.   

 
 N.B. Students who present a given set will need to be prepared before the official due 

date for that set. 
 
 

 It is the responsibility of presenters to send their solutions to the TA by the 
assignment due date, so that a solution set may be assembled. 
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
